On successful access to the website, the page would look like:

Clicking on any of the underlined items in Quick Links repositions the page to show the collection of MIDI files associated with the musical piece.  Right next to the title are more underlined items.  These represent the individual MIDI files playing the piece with the indicated part highlighted, i.e. the part is played much louder than the other parts.  Hence, tenors can listen to their parts by clicking on the T right next to the title of the song.  The combined parts are also available by clicking All.  

Please note that these files are for getting familiar with the notes of the parts.  They do not contain any dynamics.  The tempo of the pieces may not be accurate.  Also, the actual singing of the parts (verses sung by Men or Women only) may be different from the instructions given by our Choir Director.
